“ So while the On Country Learning measure funding is  welcomed by schools, certainty of 
funding and continuity will be vital to lasting improvements in education outcomes.        

“Independent schools look forward to ongoing engagement with the Commonwealth  and 
Northern Territory governments and local communi ties, as we believe that working 
collaboratively across school sectors, across governments and with communities is the way
